The difference here from the 
swathes of others is his depth of musical 
knowledge coupled with expert technical 
ability. It’s easy to understand why Brian 
Eno is a fan (recently inviting him to 
perform at the Sydney Opera House). Its 
interesting to also note that Coldplay 
drafted Hopkins in to the studio to 
‘electrify’ their new album & support their 
world tour.
