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Scott Gordon aka Loops Haunt was born in Scotland in 1985, and began making electronic music in 2004. He says: “I like to use hardware to make my sounds and enjoy mangling them together a lot to create something new”. 

Loops has a huge fondness for experimental electronic music and more so artists that really push things forward citing - Clark, Amon Tobin and Autechre as influences. He is strongly connected to the bass music scene in the UK at the moment particularly with his debut release on the super hot Black Acre label, which sold out in 2 weeks and received the following praise from Boomkat:

Hugely impressive instro-hip-hop dynamics from the Lucky Me-associated Loops Haunt. 'Impact Omnihammer' is his first release, dropping two tracks of insane crushed beat styles on the increasingly crafty Black Acre imprint. The title track gives the wonked-beat ting an industrial jack-boot to the teef with shockingly well manipulated rhythms, before 'Joplin' shows his nicer side with dainty melodies and beats like Clark tussling with Architeq over the last line of Kenny. A must check for fans of techy, beat-driven electronics - highly recommended!
With a new 12” just dropped on Glasgow’s Fortified label, Loops is busy playing live and polishing the next batch of insane future music, which will be dropping later in 2010 perhaps in the form of an album…
As the ever expanding and fragmenting UK Dubstep scene goes from strength to strength, Loops is already proving that he will not be tied to a genre. His sound relates to current music picking up fans from Mary-Anne Hobbs to Glitch Mob, but his style is unusual, deep and set on its own course. Here at the Littlebig Agency we are excited about where he will end up, for now he sits very comfortably amongst his peers.

May ’10 sees Loops Haunt take the slot as main support for 65 Days Of Static where his sound will be exposed to a whole new bunch of ears, something Scott is very excited about. He also has key slots at festivals Bloc, Bang Face, Glade.
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
